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Parades

A slideshow is a collection of slides or photo images.  A parade is a collection of one or more slideshows.  When a parade is executed each slideshow in the parade is opened in its own browser window.  

A parade may be built from a stored parade of slideshows and from menu selected windows of slideshows.

A parade is created by saving one or more slideshows.  The parade stores both slideshow definitions and the window location definitions.  
For example one parade of slideshow might contain four slideshows which are all full screen. These 4 slideshow windows may be placed on top of each other.  Another parade of slideshowsand displayed each one on top of the next.  A parade might also contain 8 slideshows which are displayed in each of the 4 corners of two monitors.  Slideshows can be easily added to and removed from parades.
The parades may be saved to and retrieved from the database.  A slideshow is stored in the database as a folder, grouping or query of photos.  A slideshow uses data from the tables: Shows, ShowWindows, Layouts and LayoutWindows.

The slideshow program allows a user to use MS-Access to build a query of Slides for a Query Slideshow.  These queries must have query names starting with “QueryShow”.  See the MS-Access database for example queries.  In order to add the new query to the list of queries, the user must add a record to the QueryShow table.

The slideshow program allows users to open a new query slideshow window and optional twin window or to add a query slideshow window (and its twin window) to an existing parade of slideshows.  A parade is a concurrently running collection of slideshows in a browser session.

Developer Notes

Weaknesses in the logic:

1.  The slideshow program as of 5/10/09 uses the LayoutID = 3 as the folder default windows layout.  This should be improved to allow for user changing.

2.  A feature is needed to expand a parade by adding to the MDB database using the expanded SESSION.Layout and SESSION.Show variables.
