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Photo Repository Basics

The photo repository is made up of a database and three folders of photos.  Photos are loaded into the repository by folders.  Every photo has one and only one source folder.  Every photo is assigned a SlideID when it is loaded into the repository.  This SlideID then becomes the file name used for this photo.  Three copies are made of each photo when it is added to the repository.  A small version of the photo is saved in the “Small Photos” directory.  A screen display size version of the photo is saved in the “Medium Photos” directory.  The original and hopefully highest resolution copy of the photo is stored “Original Photos” directory.
The database enables the following special capabilities:

· Efficiently storage of information relating to photos such as notes and captions.  
· Efficiently storage of lists of things which can be linked to photos.  These lists can contain things such as:

· People in the photos

· Photographers

· Lists for photo categories
· Lists of common photo characteristics
· Creating custom groupings of photos without duplicating image files.
· Creating slide collections using standard database queries using Standard Query Language (SQL) database logic.

Slideshow Basics

A slideshow in Mallory’s SlideShow has the following characteristics:

· Each slideshow is in its own browser window.

· Multiple slideshows can all be running at the same time.

· The active slideshow is the slideshow in the active browser window.

· Keyboard commands are responded to by the active slideshow.

· Slideshows can be individually stopped and started.

· The user may speed up or slow down the active slideshow by 50% each time the [f] or [d] keys are pressed.

· Slideshows can be easily stopped to add, delete and change information about the photo.

· Photos may be easily deleted from a slideshow by pressing the [Delete] key.

· A twin slideshow is where two slideshows are running in sync.

· The user may easily tab between open slideshows using up and down arrow keys.

· Slideshows can be created using folders, groupings or database queries.

Parades

In the SlideShow program, a parade is a collection of slideshows.  It can contain any number of slideshows.  A parade is created by saving one or more slideshows.  The parade stores both slideshow definitions and the window location definitions.  A parade of slideshow might contain four slideshows which are all full screen and displayed each one on top of the next.  A parade might also contain 8 slideshows which are displayed in each of the 4 corners of two monitors.  Slideshows can be easily added to and removed from parades.
Twin Slideshows

The SlideShow program supports twin slideshows.  Twin slideshows are two slideshows containing the same slides which are being displayed in sync.  The main use for twin slideshows is to have one show displaying thumb images and the other displaying full screen images.  This allows the user to more easily navigate to desired photos by clicking on thumb images and to also bring up the large display in the twin slideshow.  This is an especially nice feature when using multiple display screens.
Loading Folders of Photos

Photos are loaded into the repository one folder or disk directory at a time.  The steps to follow for loading a folder of photos are:

The process for doing this is to click on the “Folders” menu option and then choose the “Load a New Folder” menu option.  You will be prompted first to navigate to the desired disk folder containing the photos.  Then you will be prompted to give the folder a repository folder name.  n

Basic Slideshow Navigation

The SlideShow program is designed to support the coordinated operation of numerous concurrent slideshows.   Each slideshow runs independently in its own browser window.  The QzController window is the parent window to all of the slideshow windows.  This enables the slideshows to communicate with each other.  It also enables twin slideshows to stay synchronized.   The SlideShow program keyboard commands are:

Extracting Photos from a Repository

There are several options for extracting photos from the repository.  The SlideShow program has the following three menu options for extracting photos:
1. Extract the photos associated with a selected Folder

2. Extract the photos associated with a selected Grouping

3. Extract the photos associated with a selected Query

The above menu options allow you to extract a select collection of photos.
You will be asked to check the boxes for the size(s) of photo images you want.  The choices are small, medium or large photo images.  I recommend the medium images or large images depending upon your plans for using the images.  The large image size is the original and best resolution available from the repository.

The default thumb drive letter is set in the SetDefaults.cfm module, but may be changed. The images are copies into directories on your thumb drive as follows:

Small - F:/Small_Images/*

Medium - F:/Medium_Images/*

Large - F:/Large_Images/*

The logic used goes like this:

1.  Get the user's Grouping Choices

2.  Get the user's Image copy Options

3.  Read the list of SlideIDs from the data base

4.  FileCopy these files to the thumb drive
